Scientific research on atmospheric change, air pollution, climate change etc. is clearly of societal relevance.  Hence, results generated by this research regarding problems with  the atmosphere, but also regarding its beauty must be communicated to society. Ideally, this research could even be defined and developed through some interaction with society, its policy makers and the general public. A lot is being written about the complex nature of this interaction, e.g.:

- “Bringing down the barriers” Jaap Willems, Nature,  422, p.470, 2003

The workshop will contribute to this discussion and aims at developing a concrete strategy for a two-way interaction between the scientific community in field of atmospheric change on the one hand and policy makers and the general public on the other. 

The point of departure is that scientists might not be listening enough to the information needs of public and policy. The workshop will therefore, through presentations and discussion,
- collect information from policy makers and representatives of the general public (NGOs, journalists, industry) on WHAT INFORMATION they would like to have from the scientific community and in WHICH FORM,
- review experiences in a number of European research and communication projects that have tried or are trying to bridge the gap between science, public and the policy maker.

- make a plan of activities for the next 4 years, to be carried out within or in collaboration with ACCENT, to improve the interaction
The workshop is open to people in research projects in the area of atmospheric change, air pollution, air quality, climate change …who are interested and/or active in public outreach activities. Representatives of the public (NGO’s, journalists, …) and policy makers will be invited to express their views and needs
